The Cosmic Calendar, by Christopher 
Renstrom. TarcherPerigee, penguin–
randomhouse.com, 290  pages, paper, 
$20.00. Digital and audio editions 
available.

In this column over the past year 
or so I’ve occasionally noted a change 
in the book industry’s attitude toward 
astrology. When I say “book industry” 
I’m referring to companies outside of 
the relatively small circle of dedicated 
astrological publishers who have 
provided us with well-done, and well-
edited books on astrology for many 
years. Understandably, 
the more a given 
book is geared toward 
astrologers themselves, 
the less likely it is to find 
a home with a publisher 
whose catalog addresses 
a wide range of interests. 
That fact is emphasized 
by the publisher of the 
book under review, 
which represents one 
segment of an extensive 
worldwide publishing 
operation. Tarcher and 

Perigee, formerly two independent 
publishers, are now an imprint of 
Penguin Random House, which itself 
resulted from the merger of two 
independent publishers, and so it goes 
up the publishing ladder to Bertelsman, 
which Wikipedia currently describes 
as “a German private multinational 
conglomerate.” Bertelsman itself is not 
simply a book publisher but rather a 
“media company.”

As noted, until recently companies 
such as those in what might be called 
the “Bertelsman stack” seemed not 
terribly interested in astrology, but 

over the last year in 
particular that seems 
to have changed due to 
an increase of public 
interest in astrology, 
mainly at the Sun-
sign level, and driven 
by a flood of websites, 
podcasts, and apps. 
So suddenly astrology 
is profitable, and I’ve 
begun getting well-
presented, well-edited 
review books based on 
themes that range from 
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the entertaining to the thoughtful. The 
Cosmic Calendar seems to cover both 
ends of that range well, and in fact 
goes well beyond that range on the 
thoughtful side.

Renstrom is a professional astrologer 
who has written an astrology column 
for Allure magazine, a daily Sun-sign 
column for the San Francisco Chronicle, 
two books (the other one, not reviewed 
here, is Ruling Planets), and a well-
designed website (rulingplanets.com) 
to his credit, so it is clear he knows 
what he is doing when it comes to 
astrology. What he presents in this 
book is interesting because though it 
uses Sun signs as a focal point, and it is 
quite entertaining, it presents the reader 
with a system for interpretation that is 
dynamic rather than static, based on 
the Sun, Moon, and planets, the signs, 
and the seasons. I hasten to explain that 
while this is done with reference to an 
actual birth chart, there is not a single 
horoscope in the book, though the 
reader is referred to his website where 
clicking on a link and entering basic 
birth information (date, time, place) 
produces a complete chart in less than 
a minute.

At this point, a standard astrology 
text would refer to the chart in hand 
by listing things: Aries means this, the 
3rd house means that, and so on. This 
is not Renstrom’s approach, however, 
as instead he focuses on the cyclic 
changes we may experience over time 
based on the movements of the Sun 
and  on basic relationships involving 
the Sun and the various other elements 
of the chart. It can be expressed in a 

simple set of instructions that is given 
in two pages of the introduction and 
then again in a summary at the very end 
of the book:

1. Identify your Sun sign.
2. Find your season.
3. What’s your mode?
4. Are you a day or night birth?
5. What’s your elemental makeup?
6. Explore the Sun in the signs.
7. Get to know the planets
8. Learn to use your astrology chart 

as a personal calendar

The calendar concept is not just 
there for the sake of a clever title, but 
is really the heart and soul of the book, 
as it is a powerful device that can teach 
even a beginner to think astrologically, 
and in a quite useful way. A standard 
method of teaching astrology is to 
first present the various chart elements 
more or less in isolation from each 
other, and then bring them together in 
example horoscopes to illustrate how 
interpretation is done. Renstrom instead 
presents them in a setting that shows 
how these elements relate to each other 
over time, and thus can be useful in 
everyday life. This is not, however, a 
complete textbook of astrology, but 
rather a platform for further learning 
of the details such as aspects, houses, 
and so on, all of which will be left for a 
follow-up book. The Cosmic Calendar 
is a well-written, well-organized, and 
purposeful book that has a great deal to 
offer to anyone who wants to learn, or 
to learn more, about astrology. Highly 
recommended.                                   P

Headlines in the Making

April

Two themes that were pertinent 
last month take on even more 
importance in April, so it helps 

to begin by noting the fact that the 
March 28 Full Moon prevailing at 
the beginning of this month shows 
an interesting relationship between the 
planets and the lunar nodes. For most of 
March the Sun and all the planets (but 
not the Moon) were all on one side of 
the line across the zodiac defined by the 
two lunar nodes. For convenience we’ll 
just call this the “node line” in what 
follows. This pattern indicates a great 
deal of focus on specific goals in events 
during the previous month.

As we can see in that Full Moon 
chart, Mars became a breakout 

planet by moving across that line, 
so the simplest way to understand 
Mars’ position in that chart and in 
the rest of this month’s lunar phase 
charts is to look at it as resistance, 
a forceful change that runs counter 
to last month’s focus. This is not a 
trivial thing, as once Mars crosses 
that line it may act somewhat as a 
rogue, showing the worst side of a 
planet already known for assertive 
and aggressive action. Though we 
can’t expect everything to blow up 
right away (speaking metaphorically), 
from March 27 onward issues might 
surface that indicate the beginning of 
a struggle in a series of events that 
could reach its peak toward the end of 
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the year when Mars crosses the South 
Node on December 16.

Events related to the planets do 
not, of course, just happen in one 
place, but where they concern the 
U.S., there is good reason to think that 
within the country we might see simple 
differences of opinion between the 

new administration and the other two 
branches of the government grow into 
prolonged and seemingly intractable 
struggles. After the election of a new 
president last year, the country ended 
up with a knife-edge balance in the 
Senate (true no matter what the results 
of the January runoffs in Georgia 
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were – this is written in November), 
a weakening of the Democrats’ hold 
on the House, and a further tilt to the 
right in the Supreme Court, so there is 
plenty of reason to suspect that things 
will not run as smoothly as we might 
hope. This is especially so because of 
the Saturn-Uranus square that will be 
dogging us all year long, and which 
also ends toward the end of the year, 
and will bother us again from mid 
August through late November of 2022.

And we can’t of course ignore the 
pandemic that ravaged this country and 
the world throughout 2020. Toward the 
end of that year the prospect of vaccines 
emerged, including the promise that 
the first vaccinations (mainly for 

healthcare workers) might even be seen 
in late December. If we read behind 
the headlines, though, things are not 
as simple as they might appear. These 
vaccines have been produced by new 
technology of several types and just 
as the first headlines began to fade 
from memory we learned that bold 
claims made by some pharmaceutical 
companies were subject to doubt. And 
between the “vaxxers” and the “anti-
vaxxers,” the maskers and the anti-
maskers, what we see with the node 
line and Saturn-Uranus encourages the 
worst behavior at a time when what we 
need is the best.

It’s not all bad, however, as not just 
Mars but the Sun and all the inner planets

will move across that node line from the 
outer planets. Mars on the far side of 
the node line (March 27 to December 
16) brings struggle to world events, but 
Venus across the node line from May 17 
to October 10 should bring some balance 
to the picture, as will Mercury (May 11 
to November 26), and the Sun (June 1 
to November 23). So the larger picture 
tells us that while the first year of the 
new administration may be defined by 
a struggle for a time, by the end of the 
year that struggle should begin to settle 
out, and perhaps by the end of 2021 
we can at least hope that what Martin 
Luther King called “the moral arc of 
the universe” will have begun to bend 
at least a little more toward justice.    P

Last month I covered a fascinating 
1964 Republican convention in 
which a gaggle of politicians who 

all had their progressed Suns in the vicinity 
of 8 to 12 degrees of Virgo and Pisces 
were at each other’s throats. This is of 
course interesting mainly because Pluto 
at that time was in 12 Virgo and conjunct 
the victor’s Jupiter, which happened to be 
trine the victor’s Sun. The convention was 
not peaceful, to put it mildly, as at least 
four of the politicians I mentioned in the 
column desperately did not want one of 
them to win, despite the fact that he had 
way more delegate votes than he needed to 
roll over the lot of them without breaking a 
sweat. He did, though, lose the election by 
a landslide.

People under a certain age may not 
even remember that candidate’s name, 
but it was Barry Goldwater, and he was 
in a very real sense the father of the 
conservative Republican movement that 
produced Ronald Reagan in 1980, two 
Bushes, and eventually Donald Trump. I 
left presidents Nixon and Ford out of that 
list as Nixon was in a class by himself, 
while Ford was an experienced and little 

known congressman who left his mark 
on history as the only unelected Vice 
President and President. Reagan, however, 
was essentially Goldwater with a smile, a 
quick wit, and eight years as the Governor 
of California, so after his election he 
began tilting hard right, as Goldwater had 
wanted to do, and the other Republican 
presidents through Trump tilted in the 
same direction.

So where does the most recent 
Republican president, Donald Trump, fit 

out here? In one sense this is because of 
his famously unwavering base, which in 
some respects is much like Goldwater’s, as 
they respond well to someone who speaks 
his mind clearly, who understands their 
concerns, and doesn’t mince words.

I don’t have the space here to go into 
further detail on the Republican lineage from 
1964 to 2020, since I want to get on to point 
out an interesting astrological observation 
about the Biden-Trump contest. In the spirit 
of that 1964 Republican convention it has 
something to do with Pluto, though in a 
much different context. Some years ago I 
came up with a way of rating candidates’ 
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likely chances for success, and one part of it 
involved aspects of Saturn and Pluto to the 
birth Sun. There were few such connections 
to be found this time around, save for a 
square to the Sun of Kamala Harris and a 
conjunction to the Sun of Pete Buttigieg.

But since my system was based on 
the birth Sun I wasn’t paying attention to 
something quite obvious, which is the fact 
that Biden and Trump have natal Jupiter 
and Saturn, respectively, within less than 
two degrees from each other, and within 
the neighborhood of an opposition to that 
conglomeration involving Jupiter, Saturn, 
and Pluto in Capricorn that had been 
hanging around in the skies and conjoining 
each other during 2020. It would be quite 
easy to look at this and make primitive 

Saturn bad,” but this is quite a 
complex circumstance to just 
toss it off in such a simplistic 
way.

One way to look at it is 
to consider the way in which 
the transiting trio was focused 
on two astrological patterns in 
the candidates’ charts. Note 
that Biden has Jupiter trine Sun 
conjunct Venus while Trump 
has Saturn conjunct Venus and 
perhaps (your choice here) 
widely square Jupiter. Biden’s 
configuration in some respects 
seems related to the things 
for which he is best known: 
interest in people and the 
need to build bridges between 
himself and them, or between 
them and others. On the other 
hand, Trump’s pattern leans 
more toward reserve, inhibition, 
and separation from others. The 

transiting trio, then, seems to have touched 
on an important difference between the 
two, something more than good luck from 
Jupiter and bad luck from Saturn. Transiting 
Jupiter, Saturn, and Pluto time and again 
had signaled that change was in the offing, 
and Biden in this case was change.

I think we can say that the campaign 
we saw between the two men was about 
bringing people together on the one hand, 
and about separating them into two camps 
on the other. This is probably not the first 
campaign over this country’s history that 
played such themes against each other, 
but in this case the coming together of a 
complex transit with key chart features of 
the two candidates may have had something 
to do with the outcome.                         P

the Hearts

The planets and the
search for the
elusive soul

mate
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What can astrology tell me about 
my soul mate? This is definitely 
among the top ten questions 

most frequently asked by clients of their 
astrologers. The answer to that question 
for any individual is, unfortunately, “it’s 
complicated,” as while astrology can tell 
us about the kind of person we might 
prefer in a close romantic relationship, 
it can’t describe that person to a T. Even 
a fictional answer to the question is not 
easy, as we can see in the recent AMC 
cable channel series Soulmates, which 
debuted on October 5, 2020, at 10:00 
p.m. EDT. It is based on the premise 

mate test” that can tell you exactly who 
your soul mate really is. What a concept! 
There is, though, a catch in the basic 
plot behind each episode. The test is 
supposedly describing a real person who 
is somewhere in the world, but unless 
that person has also taken the test, it’s 
entirely up to you to find him or her!

Despite the fictional test, the series 
is in a sense realistic. If you look up the 
definition of the word “soulmate” in the 
online New Oxford American Dictionary, 
you will discover that it is someone 
“ideally suited to another as a close friend 
or romantic partner,” What the dictionary 
doesn’t tell you is that soul mates come 
in all sizes, shapes, and personalities. 
Each of us may have our own idea of who 

be surprised and pleased when we end up 
with someone quite different from what 
we imagined.

It is interesting to note, by the way that 
the series premiered when the Sun was in 
Libra, a sign most often associated with 
love and marriage. I often feel that the 
astrology of a chart simply writes itself, 

and the chart of this particular moment is 
so perfect that only an astrologer could 
have come up with it! Libra people in 
general can spend a lot of time agonizing 
over their love lives, but the Ascendant 
of the chart (set for New York) is at 23 
Gemini. This sign’s symbol is, of course, 
the Twins, and the center of the story 
is the quest of an individual to find a 
specific life partner who will be his or 
her other half.

AMC is just the latest media outlet to 
devote time to the soul mate question. 
Many books and magazine articles have 
been written over the years to help 
people find their soul mates. In 1994, 
writer Thomas Moore wrote a book titled 
Soul Mates (no relation to the series), 
which explored the mysteries of love and 
relationships. Two years before that, in 
1992, he had written Care of the Soul, 
a best-selling self-help book. Moore is a 
spiritual writer born on October 8, 1940, 
at 9:23 a.m. EST in Detroit, Michigan, 
according to data he himself has supplied 
both in public talks and in interviews, 
noting that it is based on birth records. 
He studied at Syracuse University, and 
a big part of his curriculum was the 
philosophy and psychology of Carl Jung, 
for which he received a PhD. Thomas 
had originally intended to be a priest and 
spent many years in a Catholic monastery 
preparing for his ordination. However, 
he ultimately decided the priesthood was 
not the right path for him, and left the 
monastery to pursue a career as a teacher, 
psychotherapist, and writer.

His Sun is in Venus-ruled Libra, 
already noted above as the planet of love, 
romance, and beauty. Thomas was thus 
naturally inclined to give a lot of thought 
to the issue of personal intimacy. How 
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do we connect with people, especially the 
people in our most intimate orbit, who 
are our lovers or life partners? Given this, 
it’s quite interesting that his Ascendant 
is in Scorpio, the sign of passion, 
intensity, and profound thought. People 
heavily influenced by this sign rarely 
do anything in their lives by half-way 
measures. Lukewarm love, or the idea of 
an impersonal or dispassionate romance 
is foreign to this sign, so a Scorpio would 
rather be hated than ignored. It’s also 
worth noting Venus in Virgo in his career 
house (the 10th) and Jupiter and Saturn 
conjunct each other near the cusp of his 
7th house. Both chart features indicate 
his ability to look at love in a serious 
manner.

Moore’s interest in the teachings of 
Carl Jung gives him a deep view of the 
key areas of our personality that can 
bring us together. Jung believed, for 
example, that men have an unconscious 
feminine side to their personalities, which 
he called the anima, and that women 
have an unconscious masculine side to 
their personalities, called the animus, and 
thus felt that each of us knows, within 
ourselves, who their ideal partner should 
be. He thought that if everyone delved 
into their unconscious minds, they would 
discover the image they carry of their 
perfect other half—in other words, the 
ideal image of their soul mate.

The Ideal Soul Mate
Astrologically, identifying that ideal 

is of course not as simple as identifying 
one sign or another, so let’s take a look 
from two different perspectives at the 
astrological version of the ideal soul mate, 
and see what this might tell us regarding 
our deepest romantic desires. First, 

imagine that you enroll in a workshop 

part of a personal enrichment program at 
your local community college. The leader 
of the workshop is an astrologer, and has 
invited each of the nine celestial bodies 
to take part: the Sun, the Moon, and 
the seven planets. Each of the celestial 
bodies stands up in turn, and describes 
the qualities and characteristics of their 
ideal soul mate. First up is the Sun, the 
most powerful of the two luminaries, and 
the center of the solar system.

The Sun rises majestically, and bows 
to all the members of the panel in turn, 

a soul mate, I want someone with whom 
I can identify, and who has a strong 
sense of self. This person should be very 
self-confident, and know his or her own 
value. The Sun is the ruler of Leo, so 
people with the Sun or Ascendant in that 
sign will have a deep desire to meet a 
soul mate with a very strong personality, 

The Moon emits a radiant silvery glow, 
and speaks her lines with real feeling, 
punctuated with dramatic pauses, saying, 

can make a strong emotional connection. 
My emotions are very important to me, 
and I want to be able to share those 

rules the sign Cancer, indicating a soul 
mate able to listen closely to what you 
have to say, and to provide a comforting 
shoulder to lean on when you feel 

Mercury darts up quickly from 
his seat, and speaks rapidly, without 
acknowledging the other attendees: 
“My soul mate must have a quick and 
lively mind. I want to be able to discover 
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new horizons and 
vistas and discuss 
new ideas with my 
lover. Though I am 
the ruler of two signs, 
Gemini and Virgo, 
Gemini people have 
a different emphasis 
on what they need 
from a soul mate than 
Virgo people. Gemini 
people want someone 
to talk to, while Virgo 
natives need a soul 
mate who wants to 
grow together as part 
of a couple by sharing 
mutual goals.”

Venus  slowly 
gathers her radiant 
gown around her, 
smiles coyly, and 
makes eye contact with 
the forum members, 
before saying her piece: “Romance and 
affection are my two keywords. My soul 
mate must, and I do mean absolutely 
must, have the ability to charm me, and 
woo me, every day and in every way, 
through sweet whispers and romantic 
gestures. Venus, like Mercury, rules two 
signs, Taurus and Libra. The first sign 
hungers after affection, and really, really, 
really wants a soul mate who shows a 
lot of love through touching, hugs, and 
kisses. Libra lads and lasses dream of a 
soul mate who will take charge in a very 
subtle way. The ideal lover of a Libra 
will know how to balance work, home, 
and play, in order to bring a harmonious 
vibe into the household.”

Mars now stands tall, thrusts out 
his chest, puts his hands on his hips, 

and barks out his words: “I can answer 
the soul mate question quickly! This 
person has to have lots of energy and 
drive. A strong sexual chemistry has 
to exist between us, since our sex lives 
will be a big part of the relationship. 
Mars is the ruler of Aries, a sign that is 
thrilled to have a soul mate who thrives 
on adventure, and who loves to take 
chances and isn’t afraid to engage in 
risky behavior. The ideal lover of an 
Aries will bring a lot of enthusiasm to the 
relationship.”

Jupiter rises from his seat, spreads 
his arms wide, and graciously thanks 
everyone for enabling him to have the 
new experience of participating in a soul-
mate symposium. “My soul mate must 
view life as an eternal quest that lasts 
from birth until death. This person is at 
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heart a philosopher, and feels that life has 
a special destiny. Since I rule Sagittarius, 
if you have your Sun or Ascendant in that 
sign, you are eager to meet someone who 
firmly believes that ‘all who wander are 
not lost.’ You want to spend a lifetime 
with someone who will continually seek 
out new experiences, with you happily in 
step, right alongside.”

Saturn slowly rises from his seat, and 
looks down at his notes to begin reading 
words he has prepared in advance: “I 
appreciate the opportunity to speak in 
this forum, as I have given this matter 
a lot of thought. My soul mate must 
be someone that I can trust, implicitly, 
without any doubts about honesty and 
integrity. As the ruler of Capricorn, I 
lean toward the idea of an older partner, 
someone who is mature and well-
established in the community. Older here 
doesn’t necessarily mean someone older 
in years, so much as someone mature in 
spirit.”

Uranus appears lost in thought, as 
he gazes far off into the distance until 
Saturn taps him on the shoulder, at 
which point he rises from his seat to say, 
“My soul mate must appeal to my mind, 
my heart, and my body,” something 
that surprises everyone in the planetary 
circle. As Uranus sits down, he winks at 
Saturn, saying, “Didn’t think I had it in 
me, did you? As ruler of Aquarius, I am 
looking for a soul mate who will be very 
different from the norm, unpredictable, 
spontaneous, and unburdened by routine. 
Someone like that sets off love vibes in 
every fiber of my being!”

Neptune first looks shyly at the floor, 
then lifts her gaze and speaks in a 
melodic, almost hypnotic tone: “My soul 
mate is someone I can just melt into, and 

with whom I can become one person. 
My soul mate is someone who is creative 
and loves to daydream. As the ruler 
of Pisces, I tend to believe that each 
new love encounter we make has soul-
mate potential, but I too often discover 
during the course of a relationship that 
I was mistaken. Thus I may have more 
than just one soul mate during my life 
journey, but for all that the experience 
with each is fulfilling.”

Pluto gazes intently at each member 
of the panel before removing his dark 
cloak, and then rising from his seat to 
say, “My soul mate is someone who 
will help me get in touch with the inner 
depths of my being. I want my soul mate 
relationship to become a deep, dark, 
yet fulfilling obsession, and I want to 
be utterly transformed by my encounter 
with this person. As ruler of Scorpio 
my passion is, well, passion, plain and 
simple. No reason to love if you can’t 
love all the way!”

Balancing Personalities
There is also another way to discover 

your soul mate, which is to take a look 
at the zodiac sign that is opposite to 
your own. There is an old saying that 
opposites attract, and there is a lot of 
truth in that statement. Often someone 
seeks out something lacking that they 
find in the one they love. Someone 
who is timid might be eager to match 
up with someone who is bold. A person 
who has a hard time separating fact 
from fantasy may be very happy to 
hook up with someone who has a very 
logical mind.

As an illustration of why this 
approach makes sense astrologically, 
your horoscope is of course composed 
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of 12 houses. The 1st house is in part 
the core of your personality, yet it also 
shows the way in which you present 
yourself to others, an image that at times 
can be quite different from how you 
feel inside. The house opposite the 1st 
is the 7th house, and it is connected to 
your marriage, or your life partner. It 
details any long-term relationship that 
you have with someone, even if you 
are not married to that person, or have 
a long-distant relationship. The 7th is 
also connected to any partner, romantic 
or not, that you may acquire over your 
lifetime, as well as competitors. The 
7th is, in other words, the relationship 
house, and covers the gamut from dislike, 
through indifference, to love.

In your solar horoscope, of course, 
your own sign is the 1st house, and 
the sign opposite your own is the 7th 
house. Any planets in the 7th house, 
the sign opposite your own, can give 
you information as to the personality 
traits you habitually look for in a soul 
mate. Let’s take a look at what the 
signs that are opposites can suggest in 
this regard.

Aries and Libra are opposite to each 
other as Sun signs. If Aries is your 
Ascendant, on the cusp of your 1st house, 
then Libra is on the cusp of your 7th 
house. If Libra is on your 1st house 
cusp, then Aries is your Descendant, on 
the cusp of your 7th house. The same 
astrological principal holds true for all 
of the six polar opposite matches in the 
zodiac.

Aries and Libra: Aries seeks 
the balance that Libra can bring to 
the relationship, and Libra seeks the 
liveliness and gung-ho attitude that Aries 
brings.

Taurus and Scorpio: Taurus seeks 
the devotion that Scorpio brings to 
the partnership, and Scorpio needs the 
undying loyalty that Taurus offers.

Gemini and Sagittarius: Gemini has 
a hard time seeing the big picture, while 
Sagittarius has a hard time focusing on 
the small but important details of any 
life situation. Gemini helps Sagittarius 
focus on the more intricate details, and 
Sagittarius helps Gemini focus on the 
larger circumstances.

Cancer and Capricorn: Cancer 
craves the dependability that Capricorn 
can give to a relationship, and Capricorns 
need the sensitivity they receive from 
Cancer.

Leo and Aquarius: Leo can learn 
how to be more selfless, and how to focus 
on the needs of others, when it is exposed 
to the humanitarianism of Aquarius, and 
people of Aquarius will learn how not 
to feel guilty when they put themselves 
first, thanks to the example of their Leo 
soul mate.

Virgo and Pisces: Virgo needs the 
creative imagination of Pisces through 
which to experience another view of 
the world, and Pisces needs the logic of 
Virgo through which to view the world.

Now that you have some astrological 

insight on the question of soul mates, 
you are much better prepared to meet 
your ideal soul mate. A more detailed 
picture is of course best found in a 
complete horoscope cast for the time, 
date, and place of your birth, along with 
either a detailed written report or an 
in-person rendering of its meaning by a 
professional astrologer.

Rising-sign clues to the 
real you

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Have you ever left the house 
in a rush, only to discover 
upon returning that you had 

forgotten to place the key to your home 
in a purse or pocket? If so, then you 
know the feeling of utter frustration 
that accompanied your discovery that 
the key was lost. In a similar sense, 
the ability to access information in 
astrology is to use the right key, as 
if you do, the door to your horoscope 
will open, as if by magic. In the case 
of your birth chart that door is the 
sign that was rising in the East, and 
the Open Sesame, the key, to that door 
is the Ascendant, the exact degree 
in your rising sign that was on the 
horizon when you born.

The Ascendant is a good way to 
get pertinent astrological information 
about various events, and to understand 
the energy present in those events. 
Suppose that you are hosting a party, 
opening up a retail store, attending a 
meeting with your boss, or witnessing 
the birth of your best friend’s child. 
Each of those cases, just like the event 
of a birth, has an Ascendant. In a birth 
chart, the Ascendant has an enormous 
influence over how you look, how you 
dress, and how you present yourself to 
the world at large. The Ascendant is 
also a key determining factor in any 
astrological personality profile. Our 
overall personalities manifest from our 
Sun signs, but our core inner being 
comes directly from the rising sign we 
were born with, and the Ascendant we 
were born with is an is a focal point 
for important transits that occur as the 

Sun, Moon, and planets move around 
the zodiac.

The zodiac sign on the cusp of 
your 1st house indicates who you 
really are as a person, and shows 
how you really think and feel about 
life. The Ascendant details the inner 
self that only your close friends and 
family know, or the self that you keep 
hidden from the world. In an event 
chart, the rising sign and Ascendant 
set the tone for the event itself. If 
you are due to have a meeting with 
the boss, knowing that the sign rising 
at the time the meeting begins is in 
Sagittarius, as opposed to Capricorn, 
you could determine how to approach 
the meeting.

Sagittarius is a sign that doesn’t 
mind being casual, so when its energy 
is at a high point, the boss may be in 
a somewhat generous mood, feeling 
informal, and likely to allow you some 
leeway in what you say and how you 
say it. Sagittarius is also a sign that 
loves the outdoors and inspires people 
to move rather than stay still, making it 
likely that the meeting will be of short 
duration. Your boss may be eager to 
wrap things up so that he or she can get 
out of the office for some exercise at 
the local gym or golf course. Capricorn 
vibrations will tilt the meeting more 
toward a businesslike atmosphere, with 
the boss expecting you to be up on the 
latest facts and figures of the business. 
More than that, the boss may expect 
you to stay through dinner and beyond, 
until the details of various important 
issues are thoroughly analyzed.
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How it Works
To illustrate how the rising sign can 

work in an event setting, let’s take a 
look at an event chart for the premiere 
of a popular television program, the 
fantasy series Game of Thrones. This 
was first broadcast on HBO on Sunday, 
April 17, 2011, and the chart is drawn 
for New York City at 9:00 p.m. EDT 
on that day. The Ascendant for that 
premiere chart is 14 Scorpio, the sign 
ruled by Pluto. This sign reflects the 
characteristics of the show’s story line, 
including secrecy, betrayal, passion, 
and the love of power and control.

Such themes align well with Scorpio, 
though of course they play out on a 
smaller and more civilized stage in an 
individual. Scorpio people are noted 
for their single-minded determination 
to get what they want out of life, 

often at any cost, and 
will go to great lengths 
to attain their heart’s 
desire. The main theme 
of Game of Thrones is 
the desire of each of 
the heads of the Seven 
Kingdoms of Westeros 
to obtain a seat on the 
Iron Throne, the literal 
and figurative center 
of the power that rules 
over all the kingdoms. 
The series is based on 
the first in a series of 
fantasy novels written 
by George Raymond 
Richard Martin.

According to his 
birth certificate, noted 

on astrodatabank.com, Martin was 
born on September 20, 1948, at 9:25 
p.m. EDT, in Bayonne, New Jersey. 
He was originally an English teacher 
who wrote science fiction and fantasy 
stories in his off hours until, at age 30, 
he decided to become a full-time writer. 
Notably, his Ascendant, 26 Taurus, is 
in the sign opposite that of the series 
Ascendant. 26 Taurus also happens to 
be conjunct the fixed star Caput Algol, 
traditionally considered by many to 
be the most malevolent position in 
the heavens, one that is associated 
with violence, including beheading. 
The star is in the constellation of 
Perseus, the mythological hero tasked 
with bringing the fearsome and deadly 
head of Medusa to King Polydectes. 
It is interesting that in one of the 
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most famous episodes 
of the series (season 
one, episode nine) the 
character named Ned 
Stark is beheaded. This 
is not to say that Martin 
himself is prone to such 
violence, as in his case 
a star with a bloody 
mythology behind it 
helps him understand 
how to use violence to 
build a powerful story.

It is important to 
understand that while 
in one sense the 
meaning of the rising 
sign is fixed, its actual 
meaning depends on 
the context to which it 
applies. In other words, the details of 
an individual chart can apply to many 
people and many ongoing situations 
that occur at the same time, so let’s 
take a look at how the chart for the 
cable version of Game of Thrones 
might manifest itself in two other quite 
different scenarios. Suppose the exact 
same chart that was done for the show’s 
premiere was for a wedding. What could 
this tell us about the marriage itself? 
With Scorpio on the Ascendant for a 
wedding or commitment ceremony, the 
first thought an astrologer might have 
would be that there was some sort of 
secrecy involved in the relationship of 
the couple.

Perhaps the secrecy could have 
occurred before the wedding, with 
the couple at first carrying on a 

clandestine relationship due to a prior 
romantic commitment of one of the 
parties. Scorpio on the Ascendant in 
a wedding chart could also indicate 
the tremendous passion and emotional 
devotion of the couple for each other, 
something that would become much 
stronger over time, and last throughout 
the marriage. A Scorpio Ascendant 
wedding chart could also be a sign of 
the strong sexual chemistry between the 
two partners tying the knot, showing 
just how deeply these two people feel 
about their intimate association.

If the same chart was for the birth 
of a new baby, then an astrologer 
would be inclined to say that the 
baby was likely to have a tempestuous 
disposition! A child with an Aries 
Sun sign can be demanding, and with 
Scorpio rising, he or she would be

extremely temperamental. A Scorpio 
Ascendant would also indicate that 
the fun-loving Aries child would 
mature into someone who would take 
a very serious view of the world, and 
might want to solve some of the big 
questions of life.

Finding Your Rising Sign
If you have your birth certificate 

or a clearly written date and time 
of birth in a baby book kept by 
your mom, then the above tips and 
clues, plus an understanding of what 
the individual signs mean, can help 
you learn something about yourself 
that goes beyond the Sun sign. You 
can use this information on one of 
the many astrological websites such 
as cafeastrology.com, astro.com, or 
alabe.com (not to mention quite a 
few android and iPhone apps) to do 
a complete chart to find your own 
rising sign and Ascendant.  If, on 
the other hand, you either don’t have 
such records, or they are not clear, it 
might take some extra detective work 
to find the needed information. As 
one example of this lack of clarity 
I recently came across a case that 
brought home to me how problematic 
the information on a birth certificate 
can be. What I learned is that in some 
states that use two checkboxes (one 
beside a.m. and one beside p.m.) 
to denote the difference between a 
morning and evening birth, an “x” in, 
say, the a.m. box means this denotes a 
birth before noon, while in some other 
states that same mark in that same box 

will mean the exact opposite! 
  Asking your mom, dad, or an aunt, 

uncle, or an older sister or brother if 
they remember the time of day you 
were born might help, but memories 
fade over the years, so be careful here. 
A better route is to try to find out what 
hospital you were born in, as they 
may have the records you need. If you 
absolutely cannot obtain your birth 
information from official sources, the 
only additional route is by asking an 
astrologer to “rectify” your chart by 
matching up your life events with 
transiting aspects that were in place 
at the time of each event. This is not 
very accurate, and at best can only 
provide you with an approximation of 
your true birth Ascendant. This writer 
does not recommend rectification, 
however, as though there are some 
remarkable examples of rectifications 
turning out to be right when a written 
record of the birth time shows up, 
there are probably more examples of 
two different astrologers coming up 
with completely different rectified 
times.

One final method that you can 
use on your own is to consider 
the descriptions of the physical 
characteristics of all 12 zodiac signs, 
and then narrow down the sign or 
signs that seem to best describe how 
you think and how you act. 

Aries: Your inner core responds 
strongly to enthusiasm.

For you, the favorite time of day is 
likely to be the morning, the early 
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hours when the world is fresh and the 
day is full of possibilities.

Cancer: Your inner core truly 
desires to be needed by others. You 
view the nurturing of people as a 
choice, not a chore, and you feel 
fulfilled when you know that you 
have made a difference in the lives of 
people.

Leo: Your inner core wants to be a 
leader, something in yourself that you 
may have sensed from the time you 
were young. You love it when others 
look up to you and listen to your 
advice, and you are always generous 
in providing it.

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Astrology for  
The New Age

A Cosmic 
Perspective on Your 

Personal Transits 
For April 2021

Welcome to April. When I was a 
mere sprout of a lad wandering 
about the deciduous forests of 

New England, April was considered the 
cruelest month, and – No wait. Start again. 
T.S. Eliot called April the cruelest month, 
and when still a sprout of a lad, I’d never 
heard of that dude. All I knew was that 
when April, with its sweet showers, bathed 
every living plant in sweet liquor – No 
wait. That comes from Chaucer, who’d 
never visited New England and who, from 
a contemporary point of view, talked funny. 
For example, here are his most often quoted 
lines: Whan that Aprille with his shoures 
soote,/The droghte of March had perced to 
the roote,/And bathed every veyne in swich 
licour/Of which vertu egendred is the flour.

Go figure. Anyway, as a sprout of a 
lad, I’d never heard of him either. I mean, 
what self-respecting American Sprout reads 
Eliot or Chaucer before he gets at least to 
high school, and probably to college? But 
(and note the transition!) welcome to April 
anyway! 

You’re probably thinking that I’m about 
to write an April Fool’s column, but you 
could be wrong. I did want to tell you, 
though, that I’ve done a bit of research on 
this April Fool business, and I found that it 
has an interesting connection to astrological 
matters. In fact, despite what many history 
books tell you about the Feast of Fools and 

such, the actual truth is that it really has 
something to do with an astrologer named 
Phidias Foolium, a rather foolish sort in 
non-astrological matters even if considered 
one of the finest astrologers of his time and 
place, who happens to have been born on 
April 1, 1347. He became known in his 
home town as April Foolium, which later 
got shortened to The April Fool, which 
became part of the local dialect and over the 
centuries spread from there.

Tough Gig
In those days, of course, astrology was 

what we would call a “tough gig.” Though 
the practice of astrology had much more 
respect than it has nowadays, with that 
respect came all sorts of problems. Because 
kings and nobles and such (let’s shorten this 
to KANAS) held astrology and astrologers 
in high esteem, they demanded of the local 
astrologer that he give advice on all manner 
of important decisions, with the KANAS’ 
questions often having a curious similarity 
to the questions asked of the astrologers of 
our era (e.g. questions dealing with love, 
money, and career). However, unlike most 
contemporary astrology clients, the KANAS 
of that era could lop off an astrologer’s head 
if they didn’t take kindly to the astrologer’s 
prognostications. Thus astrologers, at least 
those employed by the KANAS, did well to 
phrase their conclusions carefully, getting 
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their heads straight, to so speak, in order to 
keep it between their shoulders.

It may occur to the reader of our era that if 
the KANAS asked his astrologer whether he 
would win an upcoming battle (doing battle 
being the main career activity of such types), 
the astrologer would often find it in his 
interest to say that this surely would come 
to pass. If the astrologer said otherwise, he 
could easily find himself losing his head, of 
course.2 On the other hand, if he assured his 
royal client that victory lay within his grasp, 
and it turned out to be so, the astrologer 
might get a nice reward (perhaps even a 
lovely damsel for a mate), whereas if he 
predicted victory and the KANAS lost, the 
losing might easily include the KANAS’ 
life (lost battles and all), in which case the 
astrologer might survive, for a dead KANAS 
can do no head-lopping. These are matters 
that readers interested in astrological history 
might want to examine further.3

As for Phidias Foolium, he appears to have 
been a bit of a trickster. Not coincidentally, 
he specialized in Mercury, perhaps the most 
tricksterish of planets – and, BTW, the 
subject of this month’s column and also 
itself very talkative (which accounts for 
my long introduction, as I wanted to give 
my readers a taste of Mr. Foolium’s prose 
style). But because Mercury also has a close 
connection to information of all sorts – and 
to the giving of false information, a tendency 
we should expect in such a tricksterish type 
– we will, before going any further into the 
escapes of Mr. Phidias, suggest that the 
reader take a look at the facts in the sidebar 
relating to this planet.

What About Mercury?
Excellent question, dear reader. 

Actually, I know very little about Mercury, 
as I have my own in Scorpio, where he 

generally doesn’t say much, preferring 
the shadows to the clear light of day. 
However, partly in order to bone up on 
my Medieval French, I have read a good 
deal of Mr. Phidias Foolium’s material, 
so I can present it to you, partly to help 
you with Mercury-related problems, and 
partly to show off my ability to translate 
from Medieval French into 21st Century 
English. 

On the most ordinary level (l’étage 

Mercury and Pluto
Mercury starts April 2021 at 25 

Pisces; he enters Aries on April 3 
and Taurus on April 18. By month’s 
end, he reaches 23 Taurus and finds 
himself clipping along at a nice pace. 
He makes his superior conjunction 
with the Sun on April 18 at 29 Aries. 
In doing all that, he makes challenging 
aspects to transiting Pluto on April 
17, just before that planet makes a

5-8/1984. Squares Pluto in Capricorn: 
1/2008-6/2008, 11/2008-present.

Transiting Mercury in Taurus will 
make challenging aspects to natal Pluto

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la plus ordinaire), Mercury has to do 
with communication and with language, our 
main vehicle for thought.4 As to the former, 
when Mercury gains speed (vitesse) as he 
approaches his superior conjunction with 
the Sun (la conjonction supérieure avec 
la grande balle du feu), communication 
generally flows free and fast. In our society, 
we generally see this as good. However, if 
we see language as a vehicle for thought,5 we 
might wonder about the clarity of our thought 
process as it speeds up. Thus as Mercury 
approaches the superior conjunction with 
the Sun, we should, paradoxically, proceed 
with a tad of caution, asking ourselves 
whether our free and fast cogitation has a 
clear relation with the world about which 
we so freely cogitate. This question, of 
course, should remain with us at all times, 
but a quickly-moving Mercury suggests a 
tendency to jump to incautious conclusions 
(tirer des conclusions trop hatives). 

This warning applies even more when 
Mercury moves through Aries (le Beliere), 
a sign known for leaping and butting. 
One of the great virtues of Mercury 
in Aries is, of course, that as it leaps 
forward, it may have pioneering insights 
along with the capacity for straightforward 
and frank communication. There is, 
after all, something to be said (quelque 
chose importante) for “coming right out 
with” one’s ideas. But Mercury in Aries 
approaching the superior conjunction may 
sometimes arise as “too much of a good 
thing” (trop de bonne chose).

Mercury moves with more care in Taurus, 
preferring grounded thinking instead of the 
in-flight sort. He wants to apply trusted 
principles. Metaphorically speaking, Taurus 
slows down a fast-moving Mercury, but 
with the slow-down often comes significant 
frustration (la frustration majeur, s’il vous 

plait!), as the earthy fixity of Taurus acts on 
Mercury’s flights of ideas (les voles d’idees) 
and of fancy. Remember, too, the great 
paradox of Taurus: that even as it has to do 
with practicality and down-to-earth concern, 
it also has a love for lushness and beauty and 
may sometimes emphasize the aesthetics of 
communication instead of its accuracy, the 
song instead of the subject matter.

Challenging aspects from transiting 
Mercury often bring miscommunication 
or disagreement. transiting Mercury 
meeting natal Pluto often indicates that the 
miscommunication or disagreement has its 
roots in unconscious complexes. We may 
communicate compulsively, or we may feel 
certain about some matters yet not know 
quite why we feel that way, like some 
D.H. Lawrence character escaped into 21st 
century America.6 At the same time, we 
may feel a strong desire to communicate 
something inherently incommunicable, as 
if we have no language but a cry, a lack of 
words but strong passion (un manque des 
paroles, mais beaucoup de passion). 

Mercury-Pluto Interactions
Looking for keywords for Mercury-

Pluto interactions? Try “compulsive 
thinking” remembering that some such 
thinking brings benefit, but choose 
your compulsions with care! The word 
compulsion once referred to a legal 
mandate that one “had to obey,” and thus 
to something to which one “had to” give 
one’s attention. It didn’t, as far as I know, 
carry the notion that one acted wrongly in 
obeying. In fact, it seems that in obeying 
such a compulsion, one acted within 
the confines of the law. If one didn’t 
obey the compulsion, bad consequences 
would likely follow. Similarly with our 
compulsive thinking. We’d best pick up 
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the trail even if it leads us, as Pluto-related 
pathways often do, into hidden realms. 

The square aspects ask us to create 
structures or venues through which to bring 
Mercury and Pluto together. Because natal 
Pluto can symbolize unconscious complexes, 
we do well, when transiting Mercury makes 
his aspects, to pay attention to such matters, 
not only because we feel compelled, but also 
because Pluto as the God of Hidden Wealth 
may have something powerful and helpful 
to bestow on us. But we will need, as noted, 
the structure. This can indicate the need for 
discipline and commitment, of course, and 
also for some courage. 

The opposition may arise as a projection. 
We will probably play the role of Mercury, 
the inner planet of the pairing, and thus 
experience Pluto as a projection. When 
Pluto arises as a projection, others may 
appear obsessive or compulsive, or they may 
have power or influence that we seek. In any 
case, they may challenge our ideas or block 
our communications. Remember, though, 
that this is natal Pluto we’re talking about. 
In other words, the planet getting projected 
symbolizes a capacity residing in you. The 
projection makes this capacity visible in 
the extensional world – but the hook on 
which you hang the projection may give 
you the more problematic manifestations 
of Pluto. If you project an energy outward, 
you may have “negativized” that energy, 
not given it the respect it deserves. Through 
seeing it arise in others you can re-evaluate 
and re-value that energy, recalling it and 
recollecting it to yourself and thus not 
only understanding yourself more fully, but 
increasing your capacity to influence events. 

Let me close by responding to an 
objection. Some will say, “But see here, 
Lyons, how can this Phidias Foolium know 
anything about Pluto if he lived in Medieval 

times, before astronomers had discovered 
Pluto? And didn’t you, once you started in 
on Pluto, lose track of poor Mr. Foolium?” 
Good questions. I admit that I lied about 
Phidias Foolium. He didn’t really live in 
medieval times. In fact, he hasn’t been 
born yet. He comes from the future, and 
I’ve learned to channel him. Thus he knows 
more about Pluto than you and I do, gentle 
reader, and everything I’ve said about Pluto 
comes from the aforementioned channeling 
sessions. And let me remind you that this 
channeling business is no joke!

Notes
1. The matters in this paragraph should 

be facts, but in the interest of accuracy I 
should point out that they qualify as such 
only if the late Mr. Neil Michelson told us 
the truth in his The American Ephemeris for 
the 21st Century. Mr. Michelson seems a 
good one to consult as he had a reputation for 
accuracy, plus Gemini rising, but of course 
since Mercury sometimes functions as a 
trickster, perhaps we should hedge our bets.

there and all we can hope for is that the boss (who-
ever that might be) isn’t watching.
If the boss actually is watching today, the combina-
tion of Mercury-Uranus and Mars-Neptune can be a 
problem. The first pair tends to make us say things 
that we don’t mean (or at least say things that we do 
mean, but blurt them out in the wrong way) while the 
second pair makes us ready to take things personally 
and react too quickly. In order to get through the day 
with a minimum of fuss, a high level of self-control is 
called for. Even though that might be a tall order, if we 
set that as our goal for the day we can manage.
Saturday offers us two possibilities, and we would 
do well to take advantage of both of them. Mercury 
sextile Saturn helps us get through paperwork of one 
kind or another, so it is a good day to take a look at 
our financial situation. Venus sextile Jupiter urges us 
to give time to family and friends.
A New Moon day has us looking toward the future, 
so we are inclined to make plans, whether short-term 
or long-term. Whatever we are inclined to set as our 
goals today, we should consider them tentative, as 
the Sun in a semisextile with Neptune may nudge us 
in the direction of being more hopeful than factual. 
If so, what is done today may need to be adjusted 
tomorrow. Venus square Pluto warns us to put more 
emphasis on our personal plans than on plans made 
for a group.
A little bit of that Venus-Pluto remains in the air at the 
beginning of the workweek, at least during the morn-
ing hours. The Sun and Venus parallels to the Moon 
later in the day aren’t so bad, however, so as the day 
goes on we should be more and more able to find 
common ground with others.
Even though the day’s lunar and planetary vibes are 
somewhat mixed, the strongest of them, that Sun-
Mars sextile, raises our energy levels and inclines 
us to work hard during most of the day, focusing on 
things that need to get done.
Though we may feel more like socializing than work-
ing today, others around us may have a different take 
on things. This is especially true in offices or other 
group situations, and especially true later in the day 
than earlier. Those of us who would rather go our own 
way may have to hide out somewhere or even skip 
work, but frankly it’s not even worth the effort. Going 
along to get along is probably best.
People who were ordering us around yesterday will 
be even more inclined to do so today, or so says Sun 
sextile Jupiter. However, Mercury semisextile Neptune 
suggests that people who think they know the best 
way to do things may not be as talented as they think.
If we found yesterday and the day before a little irritat-
ing, today is likely to be irritating to the tenth power. 
Sun square Pluto brings people to the fore who won’t 
take no for an answer.
This is likely to be a very busy day, and though to 
some extent it may reflect the atmosphere of the last 
two days, it is more likely to emphasize cooperation 
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as opposed to a dominant figure pushing people in 
the direction that he or she wants them to go, at least 
for awhile. A kind of give-and-take can be seen as 
Mercury becomes involved with that Mars-Jupiter 
trine, but though at first this may be friendly, as the 
day wears on tempers fray when Pluto becomes part 
of the scene. After that, those who feel they are on 
the receiving end of unreasonable treatment by bossy 
people are likely to speak up. When they do, what 
they have to say will come through loud and clear.
After give-and-take turned to resistance yesterday it 
may have seemed there was no way back, but Sun 
conjunct Mercury suggests that peace is possible.
Yesterday’s peaceful possibilities continue, as the Sun 
and Mercury stay close and move from a challenging 
sign to a more peaceful one. However, it’s important 
to keep in mind that getting people who disagree 
back on the same page won’t happen by itself. The 
time is right to begin doing this, but we need to make 
the first move in that direction if others are reluctant 
to do so.
The return to a normal way of people dealing with 
each other is made even more clear by the entry of 
Jupiter and Venus into the scene, in concert with  the 
semisextile of Jupiter and Pluto. The latter planet, 
which was part of the problem three days ago in com-
bination with Mars, now becomes an agent for helpful 
change as it works directly with high-minded Jupiter 
and, indirectly, with Venus.
This is likely to be a mostly quiet day with its morning 
and evening lunar contacts and a mild Mercury con-
nection in between.
Despite the presence of more than a few aspects to-
day, Venus and Uranus are at the center of the action. 
In fact, if we look closely at what is going on around 
the time of those two lunar parallels, we can say that 
the two planets are doubly conjunct, forming a plane-
tary eclipse as Venus passes in front of Uranus. These 
two together often incline people to express their 
independence in very clear and very certain terms. 
With Mercury added to the picture, this is a day when 
we need to listen closely to what those who disagree 
with us are saying. Though it may be discomforting, 
it could be true as well.
The combination of Venus, Mercury, and Uranus con-
tinues to be the strongest influence, meaning that if 
we have been wise in listening to the bold opinions 
of others, we now have the opportunity to discuss 
their implications and their usefulness. This is a per-
fect time to look at the possibilities of starting new 
projects or perhaps changing course in existing work 
that we are doing. As with yesterday, the key is to 
listen and to be open-minded.
With Mercury conjunct Uranus leading the pack to-
day, followed by Sun-Jupiter and ending with Venus 
square Saturn we need to be really, really open-mind-
ed. The first of the three tends to irritate us with its 
outspoken (and often broken) observations that no 
one wants to hear, while the second tends to bring

know-it-alls out of the woodwork. The last of the three 
sends us off to our separate corners where the only 
person we need to listen to is ourselves!
One would think that a square of anything to Saturn 
would be welcome after yesterday, and so it is, as Mer-
cury separating from Uranus and applying to Saturn 
takes us from the accidental to the intentional. People 
may say things that irritate us, but now they have a 
point and a purpose, and are worth listening to. As Ve-
nus becomes involved we begin to feel that problems 
can be solved if we work on them together.
Mercury contraparallel Saturn on a Full Moon day 
reminds us that some of the problems we may have 
been thinking about yesterday are time-sensitive. We 
have to get to them now, and get them done not too 
long from now, so we can get busy working on them 
before tomorrow becomes today.
Pluto digging in to its yearly retrograde is not such 
a big deal, but it does signal to us that the next few 
months will require us to think more carefully and 
with more depth about where we are going, what we 
are doing, and with whom we are doing it. The lesser 
aspects that make up the day are busy and business-
like early on, but soon turn us to thoughts that are 
often entertaining and at other times are lofty and 
even poetic. This may seem like a long day in some 
respects, but it could be an educational one as well.
Today is likely to be neither long nor short nor edu-
cational, but rather just an average day when, for a 
change, we have some time to get tasks done that 
we’ve been ignoring due to the many distractions go-
ing on around us. We are all off in our individual cor-
ners doing whatever it is we need to do.
Thursday is another of those “big idea” days when 
people at the top of the pecking order are likely to 
come up with grand ideas that are really busy work 
that wastes everyone’s time. Those who are retired or 
who work at home won’t be immune to this, as the for-
mer are likely to have their time wasted by demands 
from the family and the latter might have to deal with 
distractions from clients and the like. In other words 
this is a good day to find a place to hide.
If yesterday seemed like an irritating waste of time, 
the Sun now conjoining Uranus simply turns up the 
volume on the bright ideas and time-wasting de-
mands. Venus contraparallel Saturn makes for an at-
mosphere of rejection as everyone, remembering that 
it is Friday, either heads for the door early or finds 
something to do far from the madding crowd. TGIF!
